JACOBITES MOUNTAINEERING CLUB – EVENING WALKS 
Hare Hill, in eastern Pentlands, south of Balerno village, Map 66.
A gentle 5km walk for the start or finish of the evening walks season. Follow signs in Balerno to Pentlands Regional Park, Threipmuir and Bavelaw.Parking at NT 166 639.

(Beware of boggy ground descending eastwards from Hare Hill!)

Follow private road over the bridge and up the drive toward Bavelaw. Turn right at the T junction at top of rise and find path leading south over the moor. (This path leads south of West Kip and down to Eight Mile Burn.) Find the faint path leading NE onto the broad ridge of Hare Hill. From summit do not follow vague paths northwards - take a line almost eastward that leads in direction of The Howe, until it turns northward down an old trackline into the gorge between Hare Hill and Black Hill. Follow distinct path back to Bavelaw.
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
