Jacobites Mountaineering Club – Evening Walks
Trahenna Hill, by Broughton. A short walk starting along a gravel road and circling back along an open ridge, 5km round trip. Map 72, park at NT120375; 45 mins from Edinburgh.

Follow the A701 road (for Moffat) and just before entering Broughton village turn left up narrow tarmac road, vaguely signposted (probably to Broughton House). Follow this, passing the big house, to carpark by cottage. Follow track up by Hollows Burn and begin round the side of Clover Law to find the path that connects over to the pass for the next glen. Go up to Hammer Head on a thin path through steep heather until the grassy tops are reached. Follow round south east to Trahenna Hill, with two tops. Return by heading due west to regain the main track by the small wood above the cottage.


An energetic alternative is to go down to cross the Hollows Burn about 200m after the parking and up the steep slope over Clover Law, then down to meet path to Hammer Head.
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
